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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 

 In 1923, in southern Poland, a nurse who was a 
Quaker died. In that area the only cemetery was Catholic. 
Because the nurse was Quaker, church officials decided she 
could not be buried there. Finally, after much discussion, the 
church officials decided to bury her just outside the cemetery 
fence. During the night after her burial, some Catholic 
peasants who had benefited from the nurse's healing 
ministry, came and moved the fence. That's what Christians 
are always doing – moving fences to include people. 
 When Jesus was born, the first announcement that 
the long-awaited Savior had arrived was to shepherds 
watching their sheep by night. And it was a dramatic 
moment, with angelic choirs breaking into song “Glory to 
God in the highest, and on earth peace to those of good 
will.” These poor people were the first of the people of Israel 
to hear that God had set into motion the salvation of 
mankind. 
 But, we know that there was a second 
announcement. We don’t know when or how they knew, but 
three wise men understood through a star in the sky that 
something important had happened, and they should go to 
investigate. The fence had been moved to include people 
who were not considered to be part of God’s plan at that 
time. God’s desire to offer a relationship with his Son was 
not meant only for the people of Jewish heritage. There were 
no boundaries to God’s offer of a life-giving relationship with 
him.  And so, these three gentiles set out, and they were led 
to Jesus himself.  
 Jesus continues to invite us to move the fence to 
include others.  It may be as simple as being friendly to 
someone who is new to you at church – saying “Hello” to a 
stranger, so that they don’t feel as if they haven’t broken 
through the wall of belonging to our community. 
 It may  be moving the fence a bit to be a little more 
tolerant of the imperfections of another – admitting that we 
are not yet wearing a halo either, and being as patient and 
forgiving of them as we would expect them to be with us. We 
then break through the barrier of judgment and build a new 
opportunity for a more Christ-like relationship with a difficult 
person. 
 It may be moving the fence to admit that we do not 
see things as we should if we cannot see the face of Jesus 
in the face of someone who has a different nationality, or 
lives in a different part of town, or has friends of whom we 
don’t approve. As we move the wall of prejudice further 
away, we discover an opportunity to share new experiences 
with new friends. 
 The wise men did not realize the magnitude of the 
movement they were beginning. They were the first of a 
countless multitude, which now includes us, those who come 
day by day and year by year to lay at the feet of Jesus their 
humble gifts. He is the one who gives us the power to 
recognize that there is no limit – in the end, all are meant to 
be included in the plan God has to share his love with 
mankind. –Father Stephen W Bierschenk

 En 1923, en el sur de Polonia, una enfermera murió.  
En esa área el único cementerio que había era Católico. 
Porque la enfermera no era creyente, los oficiales de la 
Iglesia decidieron que no podía ser enterrada ahí.  Después 
de mucha discusión, decidieron que la enterrarían afuera del 
cementerio.  La noche después del entierro, unos pacientes 
católicos que habían sido beneficiados por el ministerio de la 
enfermera, vinieron y movieron la barda.  Esto es lo que los 
Cristianos hacen-  mover la barda para incluir a la gente. 
 Cuando Jesús nació el aviso más esperado del 
Salvador fue dirigido a los pastores que cuidaban sus ovejas 
en la noche.  Fue un momento dramático, con coros 
angelicales cantando, “Gloria a Dios en el Cielo y paz en la 
tierra a todos los que hacen sus voluntad.” Esta gente pobre 
fueron las primeras personas de Israel en escuchar que 
Dios había puesto en marcha la salvación del mundo.  
 Pero, sabemos que hubo otro aviso.  No sabemos 
cuándo y cómo supieron, los tres reyes magos entendieron 
a través de las estrellas del cielo que algo importante había 
pasado y decidieron investigar.  La barda se había movido 
para incluir a gente que no era considerada parte del plan 
de Dios.  Dios decidió ofrecer una relación con su Hijo no 
tan solo con la gente Judía.  No había barreras del 
ofrecimiento de Dios para tener una relación de vida con El.   
Por eso estos tres gentiles fueron dirigidos a Jesús. 
 Jesús nos continúa invitando a mover la barda para 
incluir a otros.  Puede ser tan simple como ser amables con 
alguien que es nuevo en nuestra parroquia, diciendo, hola a 
un extraño, para que no sientan que están en un lugar que 
no pertenecen.  
 Puede que movamos la barda un poquito más para 
ser tolerantes de las imperfecciones de los demás.  
Aceptando que aun no tenemos el aura, y siendo pacientes 
y perdonándolos como nosotros esperamos que lo hagan 
con nosotros.  Cuando rompemos la barrera del juzgar y 
crear una oportunidad nueva para tener una relación 
cristiana con una persona que es difícil.  
 Puede ser que movamos la barda para aceptar esas 
cosas que no vemos como el ver el rostro de Jesús en una 
persona de diferente nacionalidad o que vive en una parte 
diferente del pueblo o que tiene un amigo que no es de 
nuestro agrado.  Si movemos las paredes de los prejuicios 
podemos descubrir las oportunidades de compartir nuevas 
experiencias con nuevos amigo. 
 Los reyes no imaginaron la magnitud del 
movimiento que ellos comenzaron.  Ellos fueron los 
primeros de la innumerable multitud, que nos incluye a 
nosotros.  Aquellos que vienen dia tras dia, año tras año a 
postrarse ante Jesús con sus humildes regalos.  El es el que 
nos da el poder de reconocer que no hay límites.  Al final 
todos estamos incluidos en el plan de Dios para compartir 
su amor con todos los hombres.
