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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 

Once upon a time there were two married couples 
whom God had not blessed with children, and so they 
decided to adopt children who were no longer blessed 
with parents. They went to the same orphanage, and 
began a careful search. The first pair looked for the 
healthiest, the most attractive, and the most promising 
child in that institution, and when they found him they 
took him home to be their son. 
 The second pair also conducted a careful 
examination of the children in that orphanage and 
finally found theirs. He was the sickliest, the weakest, 
the most needy and destitute child they could find, and 
they took him home to nurse him back to health. 
 Often we look at the people around us in 
exactly the same way as the first couple looked at the 
orphans. We smile at those who smile at us first, we 
show our approval when someone lives as we expect, 
we give our help in a way that assures that we will 
receive in return plenty of gratitude and recognition.  
 But as we think about the meaning of todayôs 
celebration of the Baptism of Jesus, we are reminded 
that he who was most perfect chose to identify himself 
with the sinners. He had no reason to repent of 
personal sins or change the direction of his life. Yet, he 
went down into the river with the sinners, because he 
would identify himself with them and offer himself in 
their place as he hung on the cross. 
 As we reflect on that powerful love, what a 
challenge it is to us in the way we look at others.  
When we disagree with someone else, instead of 
setting out to turn others against them, our first step 
should be to be generous in our judgment that perhaps 
there is another way to accomplish what needs to be 
done. When we are offended, instead of putting in 
place a list of conditions that must be met before we 
will consider giving them another chance, our first step 
could be to admit that we are not so perfect either, and 
a generous heart is needed. When we find it 
inconvenient to deal with someone because they are 
ñdifferentò, instead of deciding they do not belong, our 
first step can be to give them our time as if they were 
our best friend, for they are a brother or sister in Christ.  
 When God looks at us in our imperfection and 
weakness and inability to love him as he deserves, he 
does not want to look for someone more perfect. He 
opens his arms to a beloved child. And he invites us to 
be just as generous as we deal with one another.
