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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

Jamie Korngold, in her book God In the Wilderness (New 
York: Doubleday, 2007), tells the story of a doctor who 
became pre-eminent in his field, and poured himself into 
his work at such a frenetic and all-consuming pace that 
he lost his family; he pushed the limits of his profession to 
such an extent that he lost his balance between work and 
life; at the end of a day pouring himself out to his patients, 
he had nothing left for his family, and he lost all 
connection with them. He gave up those closest to him for 
fame and fortune.  
 Then he was diagnosed with cancer at age 62. 
When it came time to think about his funeral service, he 
told the rabbi in no uncertain terms what he wanted said 
to his distinguished colleagues and friends: ñTell them not 
to do it. Tell them it isnôt worth it,ò He said. ñTell them to 
make sure they have time for their families and not to be 
seduced by the prestige, fulfillments and joy of work. In 
the end, it isnôt enough. Tell them to go home.ò (Korngold, 
p. 103) 
 Our work, our school, our teams, our friends, our 
volunteer efforts, our clubs, our hobby, our obligations, 
our duties ï OUR TIME ï we always seem to have more 
things to do than we have time to do them.  And so, we 
make time for what is most important.  It is only natural.   
 But there is a danger that so many good things 
that need to be accomplished and enjoyed in life take up 
so much time in our life that we do not have the energy or 
the interest in the things that are most importantðthe 
treasures in our own home.   
 Beat the clock and get to school on time, get to 
work on time, make it to the game before it starts ï but, is 
there ever a ñscheduledò time to have a ñdate nightò with 
our spouse, or give our full attention to what fascinates 
our child, or simply sit down to eat a meal together and 
enjoy each otherôs company? 
 We would be the first to object to someone who 
offends our family name or hurts someone we love, but 
we often go for days without simply expressing our love or 
our appreciation or pride in the ones who share our life. 
 We all believe that we are going to be living with 
God forever, but , a regular conversation with him, or the 
gift of an hour in prayer falls way down at the bottom of 
our list of important things to take care of today. 
 Go home ï the people who love us, the friends 
who inspire and accept us as we are, the God who loves 
us absolutely even in our imperfection ï when we spend 
our time on these most important things, we also discover 
that we know how to decide what is most important in our 
life. It all becomes clear.

Una   Nota   del   Pastor 
 En su libro, Dios en el Desierto (Nueva York, 
Doubleday, 2007) Jamie Korngold, cuenta la historia de un 
doctor que se hizo preeminente en su área y se entrego al 
trabajo de una manera frenética que consumió todo su 
tiempo hasta perder a su familia.  Los límites de su profesión 
fueron tantos que perdió el balance entre su trabajo y su 
vida.  Al final del día después de haberle dado todo a sus 
pacientes no tenía nada para su familia, perdió todo 
contacto con ellos y dejo a todos las personas más cercanas 
por la fama y la fortuna.  
 A la edad de 62 años fue diagnosticado con cáncer.  
Cuando se llego el momento de planear sus servicios 
fúnebres, sin dudar le dijo al rabino lo que quería que dijera 
a sus distinguidos colegas y amigos: ñD²gales que no lo 
hagan, que no vale la pena, que se aseguren de hacer 
tiempo para sus familias y que no se dejen seducir por los 
prestigios, satisfacciones y gozo del trabajo.  Al final, eso no 
es suficiente.  Digales que se vallan a su casa.ò (Lorngold, p. 
103)
