Christmas. But, set aside a few minutes to reflect on
how many blessings we have been given. We are
surrounded by people who love us when many are
alone. We may struggle, but every day has new
possibilities. We will feast, while many go hungry. And
we know the true meaning of this season, while others
get distracted by the lights and the glitter.

explain why God has been so good and generous to
us. But, in these remaining days before Christmas, the
most important preparation of all is perhaps to be sure
that our heart is filled with gratitude for all the gifts that
God has given us i especially the gift of his Son. i
Father Stephen W. Bierschenk.
