A government social worker was working his
way through the farms of New England. He had the
authority to give federal dollars to poor farmers and
found an elderly widow farming a few acres. Her house
was clean but tiny. There did not appear to be much
food in the house. The windows had no screens to
keep out the summer flies. The exterior desperately
needed a paint job. He wondered how she could make
a living out of her small spread. He asked, "What would
you do if the government gave you $500?" Her answer
was immediate, "l would give it to the poor."

During this Christmas season, we ponder a
remarkable fact. The all-powerful God became a
helpless baby. The all-knowing God had to learn to talk
and to walkk. The God who was surrounded by the
perfect angels and saints came to associate with the
sinners and the ignorant. God became poor for our
sake. And then he identified himself with those who

find themselves in the s ame

do for one of my least brothers or sisters, you do it for
me . ”

It is all a matter of our perspective. It may be
our daily schedule is so hectic that we come to feel that
we need to schedule time just for ourselves or those
who are most important to us. But, how rich we are
compared to those who are all alone or who have lost
the one who used to fill up their time.

It may be that we face so much uncertainty. Our
retirement fund is dwindling, our supervisor is not
happy with our work, every day we get up with the
dread of having to go back to our job. But, we live in a
country that offers us freedom to choose what we will
do with our God-given talents, and opportunities to
improve our situation. How rich we are compared to
most of the people of the world, who could never
imagine sharing in the good things we take for granted.

It is a sure thing that we will endure suffering.
Eyesight grows dim, but imagine the world of the blind
person. Our knees hurt as we walk, but imagine sitting
in a wheelchair or lying in a sickbed, never to walk
again. Our back is aching after our work is done, but
we do not carry around the burden of hopelessness
that comes from no possibilities for improving our
situation. We are rich.

And when we look at the image of that beautiful
Baby who gave away everything for us personally, his
open arms invite us to join him. As we give our
attention to another, share our blessings with another,
lend our strength or our material blessings, we have a
special reason for giving these things to the poor. It is
the least we could do to show our love for the One who
gave us everything. Have a blessed Christmas!
