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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

In his narrative poem The Death of a Hired Man, Robert
Frost offers a pair of definitions for HOME, one false and one
true. A farmer and his wife are discussing the meaning of the
word "home"--prompted by the return of a farmhand they
had once hired, who has come back in his hour of need.,.
The farmer's definition is gruff and bare: "Home is the place
where, when you have to go there/They have to take you in."
His wife's response, eloquent in its affection, goes right to
the heart of the matter: "l should have called it/ Something
you somehow haven't deserved."

Between these definitions lies a world of difference.
To him, home is a grudging obligation; to her, it is natural
birthright. To him it takes on all the dutiful impersonality of a
social-service agency; to her it suggests all the charity and
benevolence of motherhood.

During these weeks of Advent, the Diocese of Dallas
is offering a special invitation to all: Come Home for
Christmas.

We all know people in our family or among our
acquaintances, who once were active in church life and drew
inspiration for their lives from their parish. But, somewhere
along the way, they have gone a different way. It may be
because they experienced an insult or an injury from a
church leader or a member of the community at a time when
they were most vulnerable and could not get over the hurt
they received. It may be that they have become so distracted

357. 8 %Irt%etée obligations and pressures of their life that they no

could fit church into the schedule. Perhaps their life
choices led them to decide that God would not want them to
be there, or others would be too judgmental. There are many
reasons to leave home.

But, we know it is not the attitude of God that there
is ever a barrier to our coming to him. Think of the story
Jesus uses to describe the attitude of his Father. When the
Prodigal Son comes home, hoping that at least his father will

down the road to throw his arms around him and lead him
back home as if nothing had ever happened.

During this week of Advent, take as your challenge
something different. Instead of nagging a child who has quit
going to church, or pointing out to a friend all the things that

8 gegp & be changed in their life if they would be as good as

we are, make a simple invitation. Invite them to come to
church with you next Sunday, or to join you this Sunday for
the Christmas Concert, or to come see the adorable little
children put on their Christmas Pageant on December 19. It
may be that your invitation will be just the spark they need to
come back to be in the presence of the Lord. And the Lord
will do his work, wrapping his arms around them, filling their
heart with the warmth of his love, welcoming them back
home, where they belong. i Father Stephen W Bierschenk
