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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

 An old Saxon king set out with an army to 
put down a rebellion in a distant province of his 
kingdom. When the insurrection had been quelled 
and the army of the rebels defeated, the king 
placed a candle over the archway of his castle 
where he had his headquarters and, lighting the 
candle, announced through a herald to all those 
who had been in rebellion against him that all who 
surrendered and took the oath of loyalty while the 
candle was burning would be spared. The king 
offered them his clemency and mercy, but the 
offer had a time limit: to the life of that candle. 
 So it is with our season of Advent.  That 
image of the candle slowly burning down, and the 
time drawing nearer to judgment, is important to 
remember in these last weeks of Advent. Jesus is 
returning, and we expect that he will welcome us 
into his kingdom. But, surely it wonôt be today!  
There are too many things to be taken care of 
before he returns.  
 We would think that someone had lost their 
mind if they decided that they would send out their 
Christmas cards in the morning, and go to the mall 
for Christmas gifts in the afternoon and then spend 
the evening getting all the baking and cooking 
done ï all on December 24.  
 And it is a fact that waiting until the last 
minute to give up our selfishness and anger and 
pride may not be possible. And postponing doing 
something special for another may end up being 
an opportunity missed. And deciding that we need 
to be a better person and spend more time in 
prayer is not the same as becoming someone who 
is more closely united with the Lord. 
 There is still time during this season of 
Advent to draw our life more closely to the Lord. 
But, the candle is burning down. Jesus is coming.
