A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

An old fable tells of a young bear cub that was 
puzzled to know how to walk. He said to the old she-
bear, "Shall I move my right paw first or my left, or my 
two front paws together, or the hind ones, or all four at 
once, or how?" In reply the old she-bear growled, 
"Leave off thinking and walk." 

The point of the simple fable is pertinent to our 
walk through the world. We ponder too much about life 
and get bewildered, rather than let go and move 
ahead. We keep thinking over this problem and that 
problem until we are paralyzed with the feeling that the 
problems are too much for us. The thing to do in such a 
predicament is to start walking. 

And so we get involved in the personal 
struggles of a relationship with a parent or a difficult 
child and reach the point that it is simpler to ignore 
each other than to have a conversation.  But then we 
take a little step ï actually saying ñThanksò for a special 
kindness, or saying out loud ñI love you.ò The ice 
begins to melt. 

We know that the world becomes more 
impersonal all the time. As we text and twitter and 
email, we are communicating. But, it isnôt as easy to 
use that phone to call a grandparent to let them know 
we are thinking of them, or to reach out to a friend to 
let them know we were thinking of them in their time of 
trouble. We are always just nine numbers away from 
actually having a conversation with someone, even 
when theyôre far away. Hearing a familiar voice 
connects us to those who care for us in a special way.  

Look at the big calendar on the refrigerator.  
The whole family is going in one direction or another all 
day long every day.  Everyone is scheduled for games, 
and practices and meetings and social events.  And so 
often everyone grabs a quick meal and sleeps under 
the same roof, but there is not much time left to be 
together as a family.  It is impossible to clear the 
calendar, but, schedule an ñappointmentò to pray 
together for a few minutes each day; mark a Sunday as 
the day you eat together without fail. The years fly by 
quickly. 

We all know what could be better, and how 
things would be in a perfect world. And it usually isnôt in 
our power to make everyone happy, or to solve every 
problem.  But, we canôt just stand there and do nothing 
because we canôt solve everything. Sometimes we 
have to ñLeave off thinking and walk.ò And we will be 
amazed what a difference that little step toward 
something better will make. ï Father Stephen W
