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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

At age 16 Andor Foldes was already a skilled 
pianist, but he was experiencing a troubled year. In the 
midst of the young Hungarian's personal struggles, one of 
the most renowned pianists of the day came to Budapest. 
Emil von Sauer was famous not only for his abilities; he 
was also the last surviving pupil of the great Franz Liszt. 
Von Sauer requested that Foldes play for him. Foldes 
obliged with some of the most difficult works of Bach, 
Beethoven, and Schumann.   

When he finished, von Sauer walked over to him 
and kissed him on the forehead. "My son," he said, "when 
I was your age I became a student of Liszt. He kissed me 
on the forehead after my first lesson, saying, 'Take good 
care of this kiss--it comes from Beethoven, who gave it to 
me after hearing me play.' I have waited for years to pass 
on this sacred heritage, but now I feel you deserve it."  
 The Beatitudes, or blessings, that we hear 
enumerated in todayôs gospel passage are among the 
most beloved of Jesusô teachings, because they hold 
such promise for us.  Even if we are not rich, he promises 
we will be given a kingdom. When our eyes are filled with 
tears, we will be given a reason to laugh again. Even if 
someone hates us and does all they can to hurt us, Jesus 
says we can leap for joy, because God is going to make it 
right again, in his time, in his way. 
 As we prepare to begin another season of Lent, 
we are invited to reflect on the blessings that are given to 
us each day. Our relationship with God is not about 
comparing bank accounts, but about living in his kingdom 
today by our conversations with him in prayer. No matter 
how much we eat for breakfast, we will be hungry again 
by supper time. But, as we hunger to know more about 
God, and share more of our life with God, we discover 
that there is no end to how much God wants to share with 
us. Our life has sadness and struggles, but as we look 
back, we realize that God has always been at our side 
before, and he will give us the joy of knowing he stands 
with us now as we take up our cross.  
 All that we have is a beautiful gift from God. As 
Jesus spoke about the blessings of God, he reminded his 
listeners of the wonderful legacy that had been passed on 
to them. The God who had accomplished great things for 
their ancestors was still at work caring for them 
personally, turning struggles into joys. And so it is with us 
today. And every time we share a blessing, or speak a 
word of pardon, or lend our strength to one who is weak, 
we remind them that in the end everything in our world 
points to the One who loves us completely.  Even in the 
dark times, we can discover a reason for joy, because we 
are not alone. God is at work in our life. Pass it on.

A la edad de 16 años Andor Foldes era un pianista 

experto, pero estaba pasando por un año terrible.  En medio 
de las luchas personales de los jóvenes de Hungria uno de 
los mas celebres pianistas de esos tiempos fue a Budapest.

El me dio un beso en la frente 
despu®s de mi primera clase diciendo, ócuida este beso, 
viene de Beethoven, quien me lo dio después de 
escucharme tocar.ô He esperado a¶os para pasar esta 
sagrada herencia, pero ahora siento que t¼ la mereces.ò 
 Las enumeradas bienaventuranzas o bendiciones 
que escuchamos en el evangelio de hoy están entre las 
enseñanzas más queridas de Jesús, porque tienen una 
promesa para nosotros.  Aunque no seamos ricos nos 
promete un reino.  Cuando nuestros ojos están llenos de 
lágrimas, tenemos motivos para reír.  Aunque alguien nos 
odie y haga todo lo posible para herirnos, Jesús nos dice 
que podemos saltar de gozo porque Dios lo va arreglar todo, 
en su tiempo y a su manera.  
 Nos preparamos para comenzar una nueva 
temporada de Cuaresma, se nos invita a reflexionar sobre 
las bendiciones que se nos dan todos los días.  Nuestra 
relación con Dios no está en comparar estados de cuentas 
bancarias, pero en vivir en su reino a través de una 
conversación en la oración.
