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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 
 

A former president of Duke University, 
President Few, was on his way to church one Sunday 
morning in the rain when some students recognized 
him and offered him a ride. He accepted, and on the 
way they asked him why he had decided to go to 
church that morning on such a rainy day. 
  President Few said, "I didn't decide this 
morning. I decided 50 years ago, and I haven't had to 
ask myself that question since." 
 We did not get up this morning and decide that 
we are going to follow Jesus. That path for many was 
set in the distant past when our parents brought us to 
the church to be baptized. But then there was a 
moment when we embraced our relationship with 
Jesus and made it personal. For others, as they chose 
to accept a new way of life and chose to be baptized, 
their relationship with Jesus became a reality in their 
life. 
 So, the decision has been made. But, we now 
embark on a forty day journey with Jesus. During Lent 
our tendency is to ñgive upò something to practice 
some self-discipline and show our sorrow for our past 
sins. But, today as we reflect on Jesus there in the 
desert, it is possible that his fasting was not so much a 
matter of saying ñnoò to himself when hunger struck. 
The gospel also says he was spending his time in 
prayer. His conversation with his Father so consumed 
him that food was not so important. 
 During this first week of Lent, we consider our 
daily conversation with God.  We are always inclined to 
cry out to God in our moments of need and struggle. 
But, if we only called on someone when we were 
desperate, they would not be considered our friend.  
As we open our eyes to a new day, we have Someone 
to thank. When we sit down to breakfast, and head off 
to school or work, we have Someone to thank. In a 
quiet moment, there is Someone who is interested as 
we mention to him those we love, those who need 
strength or consolation. As we return to our home, he 
is our guest. As we lie down to sleep, the list of 
blessings given that day is long. All through the day, 
we are invited to speak words of gratitude, to ask for 
guidance, to surrender our troubles, to simply 
remember that we are not alone.  

The decision was made long ago as we learned 
our first prayers that we should speak directly to our 
Father. And, God is always listening. During this week, 
will we be speaking to him often enough?
