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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

There was a minister in the Philadelphia area 
who was preaching at a service where most of those 
present were young people. The minister said: "You 
don't want to believe it, but one day you're going to die. 
They're going to take you to a cemetery, put dirt on 
you, and then everyone's going to go back to the 
church and eat potato salad."  

Do we realize that? Do we realize that there is 
going to come a day when people are going to sit down 
and eat potato salad without us? 

And so at that point, what good is our job going 
to do us? What good are our clubs going to do? What 
good are our clothes going to do? No, when those 
people are eating potato salad, the only hope in all the 
world that we're going to have is God. It is a challenge 
to live as if we believe that God is most important. 

During this second week of Lent, we are 
continuing to be called to grow closer to God. As we 
worry over a child and struggle with them, there comes 
that moment when we are invited to realize that we 
have laid the foundation and now is the time to turn 
them over to God and trust that he will lead them to the 
right place in their life.   

As we try to figure out the economy, and 
struggle to make ends meet and wonder what the 
future has in store for us, we are at a moment when we 
have to admit that we cannot control everything and 
remember that our life is controlled by someone who 
loves us completely. 

As we reflect, we may look back and regret 
times in our life when we let opportunities for good 
pass us by, or accepted sin as more important than 
God in our life. But, God’s love for us is more powerful 
than any sin, and as we accept his forgiveness, we are 
challenged to stop looking back and look forward to the 
good things we will be invited to offer him today. 

We know this world is not all there is. We were 
created for something greater. During this week of 
Lent, take up the challenge of seeing things differently. 
We have the power to be a better person, and 
influence the lives of others, and make love present in 
our world because we are not alone. God is with us, 
preparing us for that moment when he will call us 
home. Those left behind just get the potato salad. We 
will go to the place he has already created for us, our 
home with him. He invites us to live today like a person 
who plans to live forever in heaven.
