There's an old fable about our Lord meeting with 
some angels after his Ascension. They asked, "What about 
your kingdom on earth now? What is your plan?" 

He looked at his disciples, a few dazed figures 
meandering back to Jerusalem to confront the Herodians, 
the Roman Empire, the powers and principalities of the 
entire world. "Well, I have my disciples." 

The angels said, "But what if they fail you? What is 
your plan then?" 

Jesus said: "I have no other plan." 
 
It is amazing that God would entrust so much to us 

in the important work of creating his Kingdom here on earth. 
A child needs to learn about God’s love, to know 

more about their faith, to be inspired to be the best person 
they can be. And so they are placed in a family, and grow up 
surrounded by adults and they learn about how important 
they are to God and how much God loves them through us. 
There is no other plan. 

The work of the church needs to continue.

This 
important work is not left to a committee or a government 
agency. It depends on generous individuals. There is no 
other plan. 

Someone is sorrowful because they have lost the 
one who was the light of their life. There is someone 
enduring the agony of cancer or no longer able to leave their 
home. We know the terrible struggles of a family facing 
terrible worries over the problems of a child or a parent.  And 
there is no easy answer to their problems. They need 
constantly to be lifted before the Lord in prayer. And this isn’t 
the work of a group, or a committee. It can be done by each 
one of us individually. There is no other plan.  
 Jesus continues to desire to share his message of 
consolation and inspiration with the world. He wants to touch 
the suffering and console those who grieve. He continues to 
bring a message of hope into the darkness of this world. But, 
he decided that he would not do it all himself. He entrusts 
this message to us. And each of us, in our own situation and 
using our own talents and opportunities is called to build up 
his Kingdom where we are. There is no other plan.
