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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

One day a girl came home from school and said to her
mother, "Today in class we talked about what we would do if
we had five million dollars and one year to live. Mary said
that she would move to Disneyland, and Bobby said that he
would buy every video game that was ever made. What
would you do?"

And the mother answered, "I think that | would
spend more time with you and the rest of the family. | would
take an early morning walk and watch the sunrise. | would
spend time with my friends. And | would spend more time in
prayer with God." When the mother finished, the girl spoke
up and said, "But, Mom, you haven't said how you would
spend any of the money." And the mother replied, "As far as
| am concerned, the problem is not how to spend the five
million dollars. The problem is how to spend the one year."

Isn’t it interesting how we get distracted from what is
most important? We work long hours and we are exhausted
when we come home, so tired that there isn’t much energy
to listen to a child’s exciting tales about their day’'s
adventure, or give true attention to our spouse. But, we
provide them a nice house, and a good car, and a
comfortable life.

And we are faithful to coming to Mass as required,
and we say a quick prayer when we wake up in the morning
and before we doze off at night. We are acquainted with the
Lord. But, without a daily conversation with God, and
consciously searching for the signs of God’s hand touching
our life, the relationship can grow cold. And then, when a
loved one suddenly is taken from us, or the doctor gives us
bad news, or the future seems uncertain, we cry out, and
discover that God seems like a distant relation and not like a
close friend.

It would always be nice to have more money. And
being more important and influential can open doors of
opportunity. And, most of us would enjoy being younger and
more good-looking. But, the true meaning of our life is not
discovered in a bank statement, and no matter how many
gallons of Oil of Olay© we use, growing older is inevitable.
The power we wield over others will one day be passed to
other hands.

So, we have to focus our attention on what is truly
important. Strength comes from putting our troubles in God’s
hands and then working hard as if it all depends on us. Joy
comes from admitting that someone who loves us is in
charge of our life and we can be sure that it will all work out
as it should. Love grows as we give it away, because we
know that we will always be loved by God . In the end, the
best test of whether we are living as we should or not will be:
if we received five million dollars we would not change a
single thing about how we are living, because what is
important is who we are, not what we have.
