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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

A school system in a large city had a program to help 
children keep up with their school work during stays in the 
city‟s hospitals. One day a teacher who helped with this 
program received a call asking her to visit a child who would 
be having an extended stay in the hospital. She took the 
child‟s name and room number and talked briefly with the 
boy‟s regular teacher.  She was told that they were presently 
studying nouns and adverbs in his class.  The regular 
teacher said, “I‟d be grateful if you could help him 
understand them so he doesn‟t fall too far behind.” 
 
The teacher went to the hospital that afternoon. No one had 
told her that the boy had been badly burned and was in great 
pain. Upset at the sight of the suffering boy, she stammered, 
“I‟ve been sent by your school to help you with nouns and 
adverbs.” She had to force herself to continue with a short 
lesson, and when she left, she did not think she had 
accomplished much.  
 
The next day, when she returned to the hospital, the nurse 
met her and asked, “What did you do to that boy?” The 
teacher thought she must have done something wrong, so 
she began to apologize. But the nurse continued, “No, no. 
You don‟t understand. We‟ve been worried to death about 
him, but since yesterday, he is responding to treatment and 
his whole attitude has changed. He‟s fighting back. It‟s as if 
he‟s decided to live.” 
 
Several weeks later, the boy was able to explain that he had 
given up hope until that teacher arrived. Everything changed 
for him when he came to the simple realization: “They 
wouldn‟t send a teacher to work on nouns and adverbs with 
a dying boy, would they?” 
 
How many times have we found our self in an uncomfortable 
situation?  We are furious with our spouse, but we live under 
the same roof.  A child has disappointed us but they seem to 
be oblivious to the pain they have caused. We work so hard 
and no one shows the least appreciation. It would be so 
easy to enjoy a little righteous indignation or let them wait for 
a while before we lay out the terms that must be met before 
we move on. 
 
But, love will give us the power to make the first step to 
begin again. Love will give us the power to see the good that 
exists behind the imperfections of another. Love will give us 
hope that we will discover the ability to struggle on, and 
overcome the obstacles that seem to hold us back.  
We don‟t always know how our little act of goodness or 
kindness or sacrifice will be multiplied in the hands of God to 
give someone else a blessing that will change their life. All 
we are asked to do is continue on, doing our best. God will 
work the miracles.

Una   Nota   del   Pastor 
 

Un sistema escolar en una ciudad grande tenía un programa 
para ayudar a los estudiantes a mantenerse al corriente 
durante su estancia en el hospital de la ciudad.  Un día una 
maestra que ayudaba en este programa recibió una llamada 
pidiéndole que visitara a un niño que estaría en el hospital 
por un largo periodo. Tomo el nombre del estudiante y el 
número de cuarto y hablo un poco con su maestra regular.  
Le dijo que estaban estudiando los pronombres y adverbios.  
Su maestra dijo, “le agradeceré si le ayuda a entenderlos 
para que no se atrase.”  
 
Esa tarde la maestra fue al hospital. Nadie le dijo que el niño 
sufría de graves quemaduras y estaba con mucho dolor.  
Incomoda con el sufrimiento del niño, dijo, “me han enviado 
de tu escuela para enseñarte los pronombres y adverbios.” 
Se tuvo que esforzar para continuar con la corta lesión y 
cuando se fue pensó que no había logrado mucho. 
 
Al día siguiente, cuando regreso al hospital, la encontró la 
enfermera y le pregunto, “Qué le hiciste al niño?” La maestra 
pensó que había hecho algo malo y comenzó a disculparse.  
Pero la enfermera continuo, “No, no, su actitud ha 
cambiado. Está luchando, parece que quiere vivir.” 
 
Semanas después, el niño pudo explicar que había perdido 
la esperanza hasta que llego la maestra.  Todo cambio 
cuándo se dio cuenta: “¿no mandarían a una maestra a que 
le enseñara los pronombres y adverbios si se estaba 
muriendo? 
 
¿Cuántas veces nos hemos encontrado en situaciones 
difíciles?  Estamos enojados con nuestros esposos, pero 
vivimos bajo el mismo techo.  Un hijo nos ha desilusionado 
pero saben del dolor que han causado.  Trabajamos mucho 
y nadie muestra agradecimiento.  Sería muy fácil disfrutar de 
poquita indignación o dejarlos esperar por un rato antes de 
dictarles los términos para seguir caminando.  
 
Pero el amor nos dará el poder para tomar el primer paso y 
comenzar de nuevo.  El amor nos dará el poder de mirar lo 
bueno que existe detrás de las imperfecciones del otro.  El 
amor nos dará la esperanza de descubrir la habilidad de 
soportar y sobrellevar los obstáculos que tenemos.
