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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

There were two men living in a small village in
Russia who got into a terrible dispute. They bickered and
argued, fussed and fumed, but could not resolve it. So they
decided to talk to the village Judge, a wise man known for
his sage decisions. The Judge invited the first man into his
home and listened intently to his story. The man told him of
the events that had transpired, who had said what and why
he felt injured by the situation. When he had finished, the
Judge said: "You're absolutely right," and sent him home.

The next day, the second man also recounted the
events; who had said what and why he felt injured. When he
had finished his side of the story, the Judge responded,
"You're absolutely right," and sent him home.

When the second man left, the Judge's wife, who
had heard both men's account of the same situation,
rebuked the Judge. "Those men came in here and told you
two different stories, and you told them both that they were
absolutely right. That's impossible; they can't both be
absolutely right."

The Judge turned to his wife and said, "You're
absolutely right."

A child is being difficult and it seems like every day
is a struggle. They have been told a hundred times that they
need to straighten up and do things as they are expected.
And when you are having a bad day, the struggle escalates
and you say things that are hurtful. You could apologize and
begin again. They're only a kid after all. But, they are not
listening and doing what they are told. They need to learn.
"You're absolutely right."

Someone hurts you and the memory of the words
they spoke and the things they did is like a splinter in your
finger that will not stop aching and festering. Your
relationship with them has been changed. And, until they
admit they are wrong and do something to make up for it,
there is no reason to do anything but ignore them and make
sure that they know they are not in our good graces. "You're
absolutely right."

It seems like every week there is another collection
or another raffle or another appeal to help the poor. Don’t
they know that this is a bad economy and everyone has to
be careful with their money? If | give something, it will just be
wasted, and those people need to get out and work for
themselves. "You're absolutely right."

It is so comfortable to know that we are absolutely
right. But, we all have that human tendency to believe that
we are the measure of everything. When tempted to sin, it is
up to God to understand our weakness. When asked to give,
we would like to think we have given enough. When invited
to be more loving, we prefer to ration our goodness for those
who will return goodness to us. We have done enough.
