A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

One day Rabbi Heschel received a visitor, a woman, as the
story goes, known too well apparently for her conduct.
Whatever people of loose and malicious tongues say about
such a woman, they said about her. She approached
Abraham Heschel as he sat among his disciples.

"Rabbi," she began, "I need your help, your intervention for
me in heaven. | want to repent, | want to change my ways.
Please help me."

The Rabbi, known as a gentle and gracious man,
responded uncharacteristically with anger. "You dare to
come to me? Shameless woman, you have the temerity to
appear before me? Don't you realize that | have eyes to see,
and that my eyes see into your innermost soul?!"

To prove his words, the Rabbi proceeded to reveal
certain things she had done. The woman blushed, and then
answered gently and sadly, "I don't understand you, Rabbi.
Why must you reveal in public what God prefers to keep
secret?"

Later, the Rabbi reflected on what he had done,
troubled to his core. He said to his disciples who had
witnessed the explosion. "This encounter has humbled me; it
will remain a turning point in my life. It made me see that |
was on the wrong path, for | chose the word din (judgment)
over rachamin (compassion)."

During this season of Advent, we are called to
remind ourselves again that every day is important, because
the Lord will return, perhaps at a moment we least expect,
and we will stand in the light of his powerful love and reveal
even our innermost thoughts. And so, we must prepare our
self and not be comfortable with giving our self permission to
just be imperfect.

As we begin this first week of Advent, consider one
of our most common daily activities: watching other people.
Whether we are at church, or in a store or driving down the
street, it is always a free show. People are all around us, and
they tell us so much about themselves. Some show
themselves to be flamboyant and outgoing just by their
manner of dress. Some look sad from the way they hang
their head. Some are obviously happy, with a ready smile for
everyone. We quickly decide who fits in, who is going the
wrong way in their life, who is worthy of our attention.

During this week, consider taking as an Advent
challenge the goal of practicing not judgment (based on
appearances) but compassion. Every person we meet is
loved by God just as much as are we. They have different
opportunities and different challenges, but when God looks
at them, he sees their goodness, and he loves them. And
when we speak a word of kindness to someone that we
would prefer to ignore, or keep our judgment of another to
our self instead of speaking it out loud, we are imitating the
example of Jesus, who welcomed the sinner and the
imperfect — and made them his friends.
