Christian layman volunteered

to teach a class on moral

instruction in a local prison.

When he started conducting

the classes in prison, he

says, he did not feel he was
qualified to do so. Yet, he bravely went
ahead, using biblical principles as the
basic curricula.

"As | observed the changes
taking place in the lives of the
convicts," the man states, "l became
more and more aware of the value of
the teachings and began to put them
into practice a little
more diligently in my
own life. Prior to this, |
had accepted the
teachings intellectually.

I  have witnessed

firsthand men who

have literally reached

the bottom of the

ladder and then turned

their lives

around." (Teaching the Benefits of
Morality, Douglas Hooper)

In today’'s gospel, as we hear
the familiar words of Jesus clearly
stating that if want to belong to him we
must deny our self, take up our cross,
and follow him, we are often left
unmoved. We see the cross reflected
in someone with a terrible struggle with
cancer or devastated by the loss of a
loved one. But, because so many
things come easily to us, and we are
comfortably going about our daily
routine, we are tempted to view our
relationship with the cross only in a
theoretical way.

The first step is the hardest —
denying our self. Think how often we
insist on having our way or being
heard. We measure what we receive
against what we are giving. We look
around and often decide that someone
else is so much better off than are we.
But, when we look around us, we
discover that there is a neighbor who is
losing hope because there are no jobs
and another whose daily life is a
struggle with arthritis and a loved one
who has been lost to their family
through the haze of Alzheimer’'s. When

we put things into perspective, we
discover the difficulties we face are not
so terrible after all.

There are times when the
cross comes crashing into our
comfortable world - sickness and
disappointment and grief are part of
every human life in this world. And we
will be prepared to embrace these
large crosses if we have been picking
up the little splinters of the cross that
come to us every day: biting our
tongue when we could easily speak
words of anger; deciding to go out of

our way to be courteous
to someone who is
being rude to us;
deliberately choosing to
be patient or generous
when we would be
justified to be angry and
resentful.
Accepting the
cross is not a theoretical
Christian  principle.
“Follow me.” Those final words of
Jesus contain the most important truth
to remember when we are invited to
embrace the cross. We are not alone.
In our dark moments and terrible
struggles, when the cross seems to
bring us to a point that we feel we
cannot go on, we are not left alone.
There is one at our side who
understands exactly what we are
experiencing. He too carried a cross
because he loves us more than we can
imagine. And he is there lending us his
strength as we embrace our cross,
promising us that our accepting of the
cross will lead us to one day share in
his glory.
