From the Pastor

he author Polly Berends has

written about raising her

children outside New York

City. When her son got his

first bicycle and she tried to

help him, he quickly came to
the conclusion that he couldn’t ride it.
He tried, (sort of), for as long as she
would run alongside the bike, holding it
up, but whenever he was on his own,
he'd lose heart, slip off to one side, and
fall. Finally, he was in tears.

"l guess by now you believe
that you can’'t do this?" she asked at
last. "Yes!" he said,
tears spilling over. And
looking at some other
children  riding their
bikes, "Why can they do
it, and | can't?"

In the back of

her head, she had
already begun to
understand the real

source and meaning of

the problem: Too much mothering. Not
enough trust. She looked down at her
son and a thought came to mind. "Do
you really think that of all the boys and
girls on the earth, God picked you out to
be the one who can't ride a bike?" He
looked back at her and there was a little
flash of startled recognition in his eyes.

She turned and went inside.
And he went off and rode his bike. She
had loved him in a way that told him he
was valuable. He responded in a way
that showed he was able to make it on
his own.

In many ways, we are like the
apostles rowing across the lake in the
middle of a stormy night. The world is a
scary place. Plan as we will, we cannot
figure out what the future will be. We
feel fine, but there could already be
some serious health problem within us
that we don't yet recognize. People we
love could disappoint us or stop loving
us or be taken from us.

But God doesn't just pick us out
of everyone else to be visited by a
storm. They are a part of every life.
And as we are tested, we grow more
confident in our ability to deal with the
troubles of life. We gain strength of

character because we do not run from
trouble, but work out a solution. We
discover something within us that helps
us to continue rowing the boat even
when it looks like we are getting
swamped by our problems.

We are able to be a person of
faith amidst the storms of life because
in every moment of trouble, we
remember what happens in the gospel
— Jesus comes walking toward us. It is
not part of God's plan that we be left
alone in our times of greatest need.
Jesus is walking toward us, inviting us

to make an act of faith —
“Step out of the boat.”
And if we take that step
and begin to sink, he is
there to stretch out his
hand and catch us. He
is always there to
remind us that we have
a loving Father who is
taking charge of
everything in our life.

In those moments when the
storms of life seem to be overwhelming,
we should remember that we have not
been singled out to be the only one who
has a time of crisis or struggle. They
are a part of our life here in this world.
But, especially in those moments, we
are not going to be alone. Jesus comes
walking toward us, to remind us that we
are valuable in the eyes of God. And
that God trusts us to conquer the
storms of life.
