r. Kenneth E. Bailey is a

Middle-Eastern expert who

resides at the Ecumenical

Center for Biblical Studies in

Tantur, only a few miles

outside modern-day
Bethlehem. He gives an interesting
insight into the account of the birth of
Jesus in the gospel of Luke.

He notes that in Luke 2:7, which
says there was "no room in the inn," the
Greek word used is
kataluma, which means
"guest room" and does
not imply a hostelry.

Later in the gospel, the
Good Samaritan takes
the wounded man to a

pandokheion, which
does mean "inn" or
"hostelry."

What w e
Westerners need to
understand, says Dr.
Bailey, is the

arrangement of a typical Middle-Eastern
house. In such a house, the living room
often doubles as a guest room; if there
are overnight visitors, they sleep in this
room. Adjacent to this room, but at a
slightly lower level, as in a split-level
house, is a rough, outer room into which
the family's animals are usually brought
at night, especially during colder
weather. In the morning they are led
away and the room is swept. Another
feature of the Middle-Eastern home is
that the manger for the animals is built
into the floor of the upper level, or living
room level, so that the animals can reach
it but not walk into the living space.

A Middle-Easterner reading the
Gospel story, said Dr. Bailey, would
immediately understand its events this
way. Mary and Joseph came to
Bethlehem, where they were among
numerous relatives. We are told that
Mary had just visited her cousin
Elizabeth, the mother of John the
Baptist; and Joseph, who was "of the
house and lineage of David," would have
had many kinsfolk in the region. It would
have been unthinkable for them to stay
in a public inn. Instead they sought out
the home of relatives. But there were
other relatives there as well, so that

there was no room in the guest room
(kataluma) and they had to sleep in the
lower, outer room, the one into which
animals were often brought at night.
When Jesus was born, he was wrapped
in swaddling clothes (a Middle-Eastern
tradition) and laid in the manger, where
all the folks in the living room could
admire him too.

Thus Jesus may not have been
born into the cold, forbidding atmosphere

usually depicted by our
Western understanding
of the text, but among
extended family
members gathered in
Bethlehem for the same
reason Joseph was
there. The Savior of the
world was born in the
midst of a loving, doting
family, among aunts
and uncles and cousins
known to his parents
and loved by them. In
other words, Jesus himself came home
at Christmas. He was born in a real
home, in the bosom of a large family.

We won'’t know the full story of
the birth of Jesus until we meet him in
heaven and all things are revealed. But,
today, we are gathered to celebrate the
remarkable fact that God did not choose
to be removed from human experience in
some far off realm of glory instead he
chose to experience all things human
except choosing to sin. He understands
the delight of a child at the wonders of
this celebration. His life too was made
richer by the love of family and friends.
He experienced sadness and frustration
and grief. He worked hard and enjoyed a
good meal. He suffered.

The Baby whose birth we
celebrate today is the constant sign that
we are not alone and abandoned. God is
always at our side, understanding our
need, showing us the way, lending us his
strength when we cannot go on. We
even call him Emmanuel, God with us.
When Jesus comes home, it is into our
home that he wishes to enter,
surrounded by our love. May all the
blessings of this holy season be yours
throughout the coming New Year.

Sefiala que en Lucas 2:7, que dice
gue "no hay lugar en la posada", la palabra
griega usada es kataluma, que significa
"cuarto para invitados" y no implica una
albergue. Mas tarde, en el evangelio, el buen

samaritano lleva al hombre herido a un
pandokheion, que significa "albergue" o
"posada”.

Lo que los occidentales

deben comprender, dice el Dr.

Bailey, es el arreglo de una

casa tipica del Medio Oriente.

En estas casas, la sala también

funciona como cuarto para

invitados, si son visitantes que

se van a quedar la noche,

duermen en la sala. Adyacente

a esta sala, pero a un nivel mas

bajo, como en una casa de dos

niveles, hay un cuarto aspero y

en el exterior en la que los

animales de la familia se
generalmente quedan la noche,
especialmente durante el clima mas helado.
Por la mafiana se los llevaban y la sala era
barrida. Otra caracteristica de la casa del
Medio Oriente es que el pesebre de los
animales esta integrado en el suelo del piso
superior, o a nivel de la sala, de modo que los
animales pueden llegar a ella, pero no entrar
en la sala.

Alguien del medio oriente que lea la
lectura del evangelio, dijo el Dr. Baliley,
entenderia inmediatamente los eventos de
esta manera.

JesUs nacid, fue envuelto en una mantilla
(una tradicion del Medio Oriente) y acostado
en el pesebre, donde toda la gente en la sala
podia admirar también.

Asi que Jesus no pudo haber nacido
en la atmdsfera fria, que por lo general es
representado por la comprensién occidental
del texto, pero entre los miembros de la
familia que se habian reunido en Belén por la
misma razon José estaba alli. El Salvador del
mundo naci6 en medio de una familia
amorosa, carifiosa, entre tios y tias y primos
conocidos por sus padres y amados por ellos.
