oward Rice is a professor 
teaching at San Francisco 
Theological Seminary. Once 
in the middle of one of his 
talks someone asked, "Dr. 
Rice, how is it that you have 

become so very wise?" He fell silent; he 
couldn't answer, instead his eyes filled 
with tears. Howard Rice then grabbed 
the sides of the wheelchair in which he 
was sitting and he choked out the words, 
"Multiple sclerosis. I was a pastor in 
Chicago, doing great, things going well, 
but you know what I was doing? I was 
living on talent, I was preaching on 
talent, I was ministering on talent, I was 
administrating, doing pastoral care and 
all the things I had 
learned – all on my talent. 
But when I got multiple 
sclerosis I couldn't handle 
it because I couldn't walk 
anymore. I had to give up 
a lot of my ministry. 
Suddenly I stopped living 
on talent and started 
living on trust and it changed my life." He 
said, "I thank God," as he grabbed his 
wheelchair and the tears streamed down 
his face he said, "I thank God for multiple 
sclerosis. God didn't bring it to me but 
God used it to help me mature in my 
faith and to find and trust Him." (quoted 
by Dr. Thomas Tewell, Fifth Avenue 
Presbyterian Church, New York City, in a 
sermon What Every Human Being 
Needs to Know) 
 Think how often we are in 
situations that God did not bring to us.  It 
is not his desire that someone treat us 
unfairly, or that we experience prejudice, 
or that we are alone. God does not send 
cancer or a broken bone. He is not 
responsible for a lost job or an accident.  
God is not using our disappointments 
and struggles to teach us a lesson or 
punish us. Such things are simply a part 
of the human experience in this world. 
 As we begin the second week of 

Advent, the example of John the Baptist 
reminds us that God often does not 
accomplish his will in the way we would 
expect. John’s birth to elderly parents 
was surprising and surrounded by 
dramatic signs from God. And all the 
people who heard about it were sure that 
this child was going to be someone 
special. 
 But, they were not expecting that 
he would adopt a very eccentric lifestyle, 
and live on the fringes of the wilderness, 
and spend his days preaching a 
message about changing your life – a 
message that many people found difficult 
to hear. Yet, Jesus calls John the 
greatest prophet. His greatness is 

discovered in his role in 
God’s plan. He was born 
to point out to others the 
presence of their Savior 
among them.  
 When we are 
happy and things are 
going well and we have 
everything we need, it is 

easy to say that God has blessed us. In 
the back of our mind we have the feeling 
that what we have is achieved by what 
we do with what God has given us and 
our hard work. But, every day is not 
happy, or easy or blessed. And in those 
moments, we are facing the hard truth 
that we are not in control of all things. 
Like John, we are being called to point to 
someone greater, who loves us 
completely, and knows all things, and 
has the power to bring good out of what 
seems to be the worst situation. When 
things seem the darkest, we discover 
that God is there with us, asking us to 
trust that he is in control and will bring us 
where we need to be.

 Cuando somos 
felices y las cosas van bien 
y tenemos todo lo que 
necesitamos, es fácil decir 
qu e  D i os  n os  ha 

bendecido. En el fondo de nuestra mente 
tenemos la sensación de que lo que 
hemos logrado es por lo que hacemos con 
lo que Dios nos ha dado y nuestro trabajo 
duro. Sin embargo, todos los días no son 
feliz, o fácil o bendecidos. Y en esos 
momentos, nos enfrentamos a la fuerte 
verdad de que no estamos en control de 
todas las cosas.
