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ne morning R.C. Chapman, a 
devout Christian, was asked how 
he was feeling. "I'm burdened this 
morning!" was his reply. But his 
happy countenance contradicted 
his words. So the questioner 

exclaimed in surprise, "Are you really burdened, 
Mr. Chapman?" "Yes, but it's a wonderful 
burden—it’s an overabundance of blessings for 
which I cannot find enough time or words to 
express my gratitude!" Seeing the puzzled look 
on the face of his friend, Chapman added with a 
smile, "I am referring to Psalm 68:19, which fully 
describes my condition. In that 
verse the Father in heaven 
reminds us that He 'daily loads 
us with benefits.” 

This weekend we 
celebrate Independence Day. 
Two hundred thirty-five years 
ago, a small group of men 
declared their desire to be 
i n d e p e n d e n t  f r o m  a 
government system that did not respect their 
rights. And through a long and laborious war for 
independence, they created our nation. Their 
struggle seems so long ago, and the freedoms 
they gained for us are easily taken for granted. 
That is why it is important for us to admit and be 
grateful for the fact that our nation is daily filled 
with blessings. 

Our world is filled with hungry people. 
But, in the United States we have grocery stores 
filled with a variety of foods that is almost 
unimaginable. And we are so filled with blessings 
we are urged to worry not about when we next 
have a meal, but about an obesity crisis. 

Around the world there are people in 

prison because of their religious beliefs, and 
entire groups of people persecuted and killed by 
one religious faith because they do not conform 
to their view of God. But, in the United States we 
can build churches and worship God in many 
ways, or choose to live our life with little 
reference to God – we are free to choose without 
government interference. 

Many people of the world feel trapped 
in a hopeless situation without opportunities, 
trapped because they are not permitted to move 
or change jobs or speak their mind. But, in the 
United States we have the freedom to go to 

school, or change our place of 
employment, or move to a new 
place seeking opportunities. 
Even when the economy is 
uncertain, we can discover 
opportunities  to work hard and 
be rewarded for our labor.  
Our founders were very clear 
w h e n  t h e y  d e c l a r e d 
themselves to be free people 

of the source of these blessings. “We hold these 
truths to be self-evident, that all men are created 
equal, that they are endowed by their Creator 
with certain unalienable Rights, that among these 
are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.” As 
we celebrate this Fourth of July, our most 
important duty is to turn to God and thank him 
that we live in this great nation which he “daily 
loads with benefits.”
