he late actress Helen Hayes 
told the story of the first time 
she was responsible for 
cooking the Thanksgiving 
turkey dinner. She was a little 
anxious about the meal, so 

she prepared her husband and son: "I've 
never cooked a turkey before, so if you 
don't like it, please don't say anything. 
Just get up from the table, put on your 
coats, and we'll go out to eat for 
Thanksgiving." Then, she went into the 
kitchen to check on the turkey. When 
she got back, her family was sitting at 
the table with their coats already on. 
 It seems that sometimes, no 
matter how good your intentions may be, 
there is no doubt of the 
o u t c o m e .  F r o m 
experience, they knew 
there wasn’t much 
chance of a happy 
outcome for that 
Thanksgiving dinner at 
home.  
 As we begin 
this season of Advent, 
there is no doubt that in 
spite of our good intentions to have a 
spiritual time of preparation and 
reflection before we celebrate the birth of 
our Savior, it is going to be difficult. This 
is also a time of celebration and feasting 
and decorating and preparing gifts. It is 
so easy to become distracted from the 
spiritual theme the church offers us in 
the next few weeks. 
 The word Advent is derived from 
the Latin word for “to come”. As Jesus 
returned to his glory in heaven, his 
promise was that he would come back. 
And we know that this return will not only 
be at the end of time, as the world as we 
know it is transformed. For each of us, 
perhaps at a time we do not know, as 

Jesus reminds us, he will come for us to 
lead us to our place with him in heaven. 
 And, if we would not consider 
that we are ready at this moment to go, 
this season of Advent is a time of 
reflection about what we are going to do 
about that. Instead of planning to be 
more prayerful when things are less 
hectic, during this week make a 
commitment to say the rosary each day 
reflecting on Mary’s experience as she 
waited for the birth of her child. Instead 
of excusing our short-tempered nature to 
the pressures of the holiday season, 
make a commitment to go through a 
whole day speaking only words of 
patience and comfort. As the gift list 

grows longer and more 
expensive, make a 
commitment to put 
some effort into 
shopping for a special 
gift to a lonely neighbor 
or for a child in need. 
 We all know 
that our time here is not 
forever. And during this 
Advent season the 

Church challenges us to be honest about 
whether we are ready to go or not. If we 
aren’t ready to put on our coat right now, 
we can’t be content with good intentions. 
This is a time to do something to actually 
draw closer to Christ, to be more like 
him, to imitate his example of love and 
service. And if we do that, we will be 
ready to go whenever Jesus comes.
