What is Different? Offering OUR Sacrifice 
     In the new translation of the Roman Missal the 
Preparation of the Gifts (the Offertory) will have 
little change in the words said by the people. The 
prayers said by the priest as the bread and wine are 
offered are slightly different. But, after he washes 
his hands, the priest turns to the people and says: 

“Pray, brothers and sisters that 
my sacrifice and yours may be 
acceptable to God, the 
almighty Father.” 

     It is a subtle change. The old translation simply 
said “our sacrifice”. But, now we are reminded that 
in each Mass there are two sacrifices occurring. 
First, we are all joined with Jesus as he offers his 
Body and Blood to the Father in the sacrifice of 
Calvary made present for us on the Altar under the 
appearances of bread and wine. The priest has a 
unique role in offering the Sacrifice of the Mass, 

acting and speaking in the person of Jesus himself, 
for instance, “This is my Body.” or “This is the 
Chalice of my Blood.” 
     In the First Letter of Peter we read: “... you too 
must be built up on him [Christ], stones that live 
and breathe, into a spiritual fabric; you must be a 
holy priesthood, to offer up that spiritual sacrifice 
which God accepts through Jesus Christ.” (1 Pt 
2:5) 
     By our Baptism each person present at Mass is 
given a personal role in the priesthood of Jesus 
offering himself on the Cross. The second sacrifice 
is our offering of our needs and petitions and 
gratitude to the Father through Jesus. This reality 
is reflected in our piety.  We often tell people that 
we will offer our Mass for their intention. And 
that is how we come to the Altar. We bear the

here was a banker who always 
tossed a coin in the cup of a 
legless beggar on the street 
outside his bank. But, unlike 
most people, the banker would 
always insist on getting one of 
the pencils the man had beside 

him. "You are a merchant," the banker would 
say, "and I always expect to receive good 
value from the merchants I do business with." 
 One day the legless man was not on 
the sidewalk. Time passed and 
the banker forgot about him, 
until he walked into a public 
building, and there in the 
concessions stand sat the 
former beggar. He was 
obviously the owner of his 
small business now. "I have 
always hoped you might come 
by someday," the man said. "You are largely 
responsible for me being here. You kept 
telling me that I was a ‘merchant’. I started 
thinking of myself that way, instead of as a 
beggar receiving gifts. I started selling 
pencils—lots of them. You gave me self-
respect, caused me to look at myself 
differently." 
 There is a gift of our self that we are 
called to give over and over again. We find we 
are among others who are not as well-
educated as we are. Our temptation is to feel 
superior, to be sure that they realize our 
superior intelligence, to make our point of view 
the one that prevails. Yet, we cannot be sure 
that another’s life experience has not already 

led them to a deeper wisdom, seeing the 
world more clearly, because we are only 
speaking in theoretical terms. Respect for 
their years, the hard times they have 
overcome, leads us to a gain new insight into 
life.  
 We often encounter strangers, 
people from another nation or another culture. 
And our first reaction is to wonder why they 
don’t become more like us. We may decide 
they should go back to their own people 

because they make us 
uncomfortable. But, an attitude 
of respect helps us see the 
good qualities we share – love 
for the family, a commitment to 
hard work, a life of faith. We 
discover they are not strangers, 
but brothers and sisters in 
Christ. 

 Every child gives us challenging 
moments – but respect for their potential helps 
us to focus on the qualities of love and the 
talents and enthusiasm that will make them a 
wonderful adult. Every relationship has 
struggles and disappointments, but as we 
respect the love that binds our lives together, 
a lifetime of support and concern and care is 
created. Every person we meet is someone 
that God loves completely. And as we choose 
to treat them with the same attitude of love 
and respect as does God, something amazing 
begins to happen. The gift of our respect 
helps them recognize how important they truly 
are.

weight of our worries, the pain of a loved one who 
is ill, the agony of one who cannot find a job, the 
despair of one who feels completely alone. We 
bring the joy of a new baby, the pride in a child’s 
accomplishments, the gratitude for the love we give 
and receive, the hope that more blessings are still to 
come. And as the death of Jesus is made present on 
the Altar, and we receive our Communion, our 
sacrifice is answered with the promise that the glory 
given to Jesus in heaven will one day be ours too. 

     Our call as we undertake this transformation of 
the words we use to worship God is to make sure 
that we are not simply sitting there as spectators 
because of our obligation to be present. We are to 
enter into the offering that Jesus makes to his 
Father on our behalf.  It is OUR sacrifice he offers.
