n 1904 William Borden, heir to the Borden Dairy
estate, graduated from a Chicago high school a
millionaire. His parents gave him a trip around
the world. Traveling through Asia, the Middle
East, and Europe gave Borden a concern for the
world's hurting people. Writing home, he said,
"I'm going to give my life to prepare for the
mission field." When he made this decision, he wrote in
the back of his Bible two words: No Reserves. Turning
down high paying job offers after graduation from Yale
University, he entered two more words in his Bible: No
Retreats. Completing studies
at Princeton Seminary, Borden

Retreats, he had written the words No Regrets.

So often we rush around acting as if
everything depended on us and we were in control of
everything. We wonder why other people aren’t
volunteering to help as much as we do. We get irritated
because some people don’t seem to have the same
work ethic that we have. We share our opinions freely
about how things ought to be done, but others don’t
seem to want to understand our point. And we forget,
that in the end, it is God who is the source of our
inspirations, and opens up before us opportunities, and
gives us the talents and determination to carry out our
good intentions.

Suppose that for just one day we set out to
live according to the slogans in William Borden’s Bible.
If we decided that all through this day we are going to
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sees all things and knows our

heart, and he does not expect
us to RETREAT when things become difficult. Instead,
he lends us his strength when we feel too weary to go
on.

Regret is the emotion that comes from
looking to the past and considering all the good left
undone, or the opportunities that were not used. We
believe that God invites us to work with him to
accomplish his will. If we allow him to inspire us, we
become the instrument through whom he works in the
world. If we choose to go another way, God will still
accomplish his will without us. Our call is to live each
day in a manner that invites and permits God to work
through us. And, if we live that way, we will have NO
REGRETS, for we will have been exactly what God
created us to be - his instrument for good in the world.

What is Different? Penitential Rite and the Gloria

As we begin each Mass, we come to an
obvious conclusion — as we approach the worship
of God our Creator and Father, we are aware that
in the presence of the complete love and
goodness that God shows for us at every
moment, we have fallen short. We are sinners.
And so with a humble spirit we admit our sins.
The prayers we say together to express our guilt
and ask for pardon follow several options. And
the most familiar is the Confitior, or ‘I Confess .
..” Compare the new translation to that with
which you are now familiar:

I confess to almighty God and to you, my
brothers and sisters, that I have greatly
sinned in my thoughts and in my words,
in what I have done and in what I have
failed to do, through my fault, through
my fault, through my most grievous fault;
therefore I ask %Iessed Mary every virgin,
all the Angels and Saints, and you, my
brothers and sisters, to pray for me to the
Lord our God. (new words in bold)

The rubrics (rules) also call for strikin
our breast three times as we repeat the words
“through my fault , etc.” The actions and the
words combined are a bit of ritual drama,
publicly admitting as a community something we
all know in our heart. God has loved us so much,
and we have often not loved him as he deserves.
That is why we gather around the Altar, because
here we celebrate the forgiveness of our sins won
for us by Jesus on Calvary.

On Sundays outside of Advent and
Lent, we also echo the words and the sentiments
of the rejoicing Angels appearing to the
shepherds to announce the birth of Jesus, “Glory
to God in the highest.”

This is the new translation:

“Glory to God in the highest, and on
earth peace to people of good will. We
praise you, we bless you, we adore you,

we glorify you, we give you thanks for
your great glory, Lor§ God, heavenl
