ike Gold was a Jewish man who, in the
1920s, became the philosopher of
American communism. Once
communism failed in this country, Gold
was hardly heard of again, except that
he wrote a book called A Jew Without
Knowing It. In the book, Gold describes
growing up in New York City.

One of the unforgettable accounts of his
childhood experiences describes a day when he
wandered outside of his Jewish ghetto. His mother had
repeatedly warned him about
not venturing any further than
four streets over, but she never
explained to him why—that he
was Jewish and the "wrong"
kind. Kids don't understand
prejudice.

Mike Gold soon ran
into a group of older boys who
demanded to know where he
was from. Getting close to his
face, the older boys asked him, "Boy, are you a Christ
killer?" Gold was speechless. Then he replied faintly, "I
don't know." He had not heard that term.

The gang of boys then asked him where he
lived. As he had been trained to memorize his address,
Gold told them. "So you are a Jew!" they shouted. "You
are a Christ killer!" And the gang jumped the boy and
beat him up and told him never to come back into
"Christian territory" again.

The traumatized little boy went home. When
he walked through the door, his mother gasped, "What
happened to you, Mike?" The little boy could only reply,
"l don't know." "Who did this to you, Mike?" his mother
insisted, but again, all he answered was, "l don't know."

As his mother finished washing the blood
from his face, she soothed him in her rocker. Gold
recalled in his book that it was at this point that he

raised up from his mother's lap and whispered in her
ear, "Mama, who is Christ?"

Mike Gold died in 1967, in obscurity and in
poverty. His last meals were taken, according to
Dorothy Day, at a Catholic Charity house in New York
City. She once said, "Mike Gold eats every day at the
table of Christ, but he will probably never accept him
because of the first day he heard his name."

There is a great responsibility we each carry
with us every day. We claim to be Christians, followers
of Christ. And when people hear our words, or see our
actions, whether it is fair or not,
they are also judging our
relationship with Christ.

If we were in church,
we wouldn’t think of yelling at a
child who is misbehaving, or
making an obscene gesture
toward someone who took our
pew. If we were having dinner
with the Bishop, our
conversation might not include
the same jokes or gossip. If we were with total
strangers, we would be on our best behavior, and not
be so comfortable being rude or selfish as we are at
home.

We never can imagine the power of our
actions. Patience with a difficult person may move them
to be less demanding. Generosity with someone we
would prefer to ignore may give them a glimpse of the
value of forgetting yourself to serve another. Love
expressed in words and simple actions may change the
world of someone else for the rest of their life. We know
hate has that ability. But God is love, and His power
cannot be overcome. It is the little things that reveal our
relationship to Christ. And the smallest thing, done for
the love of Christ, can change the world into a better
place.

Each Sunday, Holy Day of Obligation and

Solemnity we join in reciting the ancient Nicene

Creed. The new translation is as follows:
I believe in one God the Father almighty,
maker of heaven and earth, of all rhings
visible and invisible.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius
Pilate, he suffered death and was buried,
and rose again on the third day in
accordance with the Scriptures. He
ascended into heaven and is seated at the
right hand of the Father. He will come
again in glory to judge the living and the
dead and his kingdom will have no end.

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the
giver of life, who proceeds from the Father
and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is adored and glorified, who has
spoken through the prophets.

I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic
Church.

I confess one baptism for the forgiveness of

sins and I look forward to the resurrection of
the dead and the life of the world to come.
Amen. (new words in bold)

With the previous translation, the Profession
of Faith said “WE believe ..” It is a subtle
distinction, but it is possible using those words for
a person to say in their heart “We Catholics believe
this, but I have a doubt about this or that.” The
new translation follows the Latin text, and is a
form already used in the Mass in Spanish. As we
say that these are things that “I believe ..” we are
reminded that the truths contained in the Creed
have a profound effect on our personal life with
God.

Jesus, who is consubstantial with the Father,
that is, is God himself, chose to become incarnate

of the Virgin Mary. Because the Son became a

human being, he understands our temptations, he
has shared our sorrows, he has felt pain as we do.
‘Whatever burden,
whatever our guilt, we can bring it to Jesus, who
suffered death and was buried and rose again on

the third day. Our faith assures us that, in his glory,

Jesus continues to be present to us in our need and

we  experience, whatever

showing us the way, so that one day we too will
share in that glory. This is our Faith. And our call
is not to see this as an expression of our theology,
but as a personal statement of our life with God, “I
believe.” And because of that, my life is different.
