What is Different? Learning a New Way to Speak

Part of the ritual of our worship comes
from using familiar words — as we join together
in worship, we don’t have to think about what to
say, we are immediately connected to what is
going on, and all are able to pray with one voice
as familiar words are directed toward God.

So, some answers come automatically
— “Lift up your hearts.” “We lift them up to
the Lord.” “... forever and ever.” “Amen.”
“Lamb of God ...”— we all know how to
continue the prayer. No need to consult the
missalette.

I have been told that for the people in
the pews, the new translation involves only
changing 33 words. That may be a sI}/ifght
exaggeration. But, as you partﬂ'pate in the Mass
according to the new Roman Missal, most of the
changes of the new translation will affect the
words spoken by the priest. In fact, since the
translation of the readings from the Scriptures is
not being changed, a large part of the Mass will
be familiar already.

But, the most widely publicized change
is a perfect example of how ‘we all will have to
learn a new way of speaking as we worship
together.  Presently, when the phrase used

throughout the liturgy is pronounced, “The
Lord be with you,” we all respond, “And also
with you.” This familiar dialogue is changing to
"The Lord be with you." - “AND WITH
YOUR SPIRIT.”

There is more to this change than
simply coming to a more literal translation of
the Latin “er cum spiritu tuo.” The two parts of
this familiar dialogue express deep theological
truths about what we do as we gather around the
Altar for Mass.

“The Lord be with you.” Throughout
the letters of St. Paul, he uses this form of

reeting and blessing as he writes to his fellow
hristians in the various communities. It is
obviously a prayer that the Lord will come to be
ever more present in their lives. But, it can also
be understood in another sense — “The Lord IS
with you.” Paul had the insight that the union of
Jesus with his followers is so real that we are all
part of the Body of Christ. Jesus taught that he is
the Vine and we are the branches. When the
riest or deacon says, “The Lord be with you,”
Ee is admitting an important fact. As we stand

before God — old and young, rich and poor,

good and bad — the Father is not focused on what
makes us different from each other. He sees a
reflection of his Son, for the Lord is with us.

“And with your spirit.” St. Paul speak
about the mystery at work as we pray to God: “...
when we do not know what prayer to offer, to
pray as we ought, the Spirit himself intercedes for
us, with groans beyond all utterance: and God,
who can read our hearts, knows well what the
Spirit’s intent is; for indeed it is according to the
mind of God that he makes intercession for the
saints.” (Romans 8 : 25-27)

The priest at the Altar represents Christ
himself, speaks the words of Christ, and through
the sacramental actions of the Mass offers Christ
himself to the Father on our behalf. And in every

Mass we are called to join our self to that sacrifice
