From the Pastor

nly a few weeks ago, the
gospel of Matthew described
the dramatic moment when
Peter professed his belief
that Jesus was the Messiah.
And Jesus gave Peter the
role of leader of his church, “You are
Peter, and on this rock | will build my
church.” Jesus goes on to declare that
whatever Peter binds on earth will be
bound in heaven. And as Catholics we
believe that Jesus continues to rule
over our church through Pope
Benedict, the successor of Peter, who
speaks in Jesus’ name
in matters of faith and
moral teachings
because of that power
given to Peter.

But how are we
to interpret the
meaning of the very
same words being
used in a different
context in today’s
gospel passage. Jesus is now
speaking to his disciples — including
you and me. “Whatever you bind on
earth shall be bound in heaven;
whatever you loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven.” He is speaking
about a very thorny topic — forgiveness
of one who has offended us. On the
surface it seems that a very elaborate
process is being created in the gospel.
First, one-on-one consultation with the
offender; then bringing in a group of
trusted friends. Finally, if reason does
not prevail, bring on the church trial
with the threat of excommunication.
How neat and tidy it would be if we
could just put the burden on the one
who has offended us to bring about a
reconciliation.

But, we cannot ever forget that
we are a church of the forgiven. Each
of us, in our own way has fallen short
of the love of God. We may have
chosen to turn from Him in serious
ways and sinned greatly. But often we

simply are stingy in our willingness to
give all we have to God. And so, we
grow comfortable with our selfishness,
or our impatience, or our anger. We
pray when the need seems urgent, and
accept our blessings without a whisper
of thanks. We are content to leave the
work of helping another to someone
else who is more generous or has
more time. We have to admit that in
ways great and small we need to be
forgiven.

When we feel offended, the
burden of forgiving falls on us — even if

the other person is not
sorry. We have to make
the choice to bind up
that offense, carry it
around with us, and
relive it over and over.
Or, to loose that burden
on our relationship,
choose to say in our
heart, “You offended me
and | have the right to
pay you back. But, because | love
Jesus and He has forgiven me, | will
choose to imitate His love and put this
offense aside and move on together.”

It is not easy. We may
not forget, but there is a great power in
the love of Jesus. He has forgiven us
everything. And as we draw strength
from that love, we will discover that we
can know a special type of peace —
letting go of that burden of anger and
resentment moves us closer to being
like Jesus himself.

The theologian George Herbert
has said that the person who cannot
forgive others breaks the bridge over
which that person must pass in order to
reach heaven.

How can we ever find the
strength to forgive one who has
offended us? It is found in power of our
love for Jesus.

Evangelio de Mateo describe el

momento dramatico en que

Pedro profesa su creencia de

que Jesus era el Mesias. Y

Jesus le dio a Pedro el papel de
lider de su iglesia, "Tu eres Pedro y sobre
esta piedra edificaré mi iglesia." Jesus
habla acerca de que todo lo que Pedro
ata en la tierra sera atado en el cielo. Y
como Catdlicos creemos que Jesus sigue
gobernando en nuestra iglesia a través
del Papa Benedicto, el sucesor de Pedro,
que habla en nombre de Jesus en
materia de fe y las ensefianzas morales,
debido a el poder dado a Pedro.

Pero, ¢cémo debemos interpretar
el significado de las
mismas palabras que se
utilizan en un contexto
diferente en el Evangelio
de hoy? Jesus esta
hablando a sus discipulos
- como tu y yo. "Todo lo
que ates en la tierra
quedara atado en el cielo;
todo lo que desates en la
tierra quedara desatado
en los cielos." El esta
hablando acerca de un tema muy fuerte -
el perdonar a quien nos ha ofendido. A
primera vista parece que un proceso muy
elaborado se estd creando en el
Evangelio. En primer lugar, una consulta
de uno-a-uno con el ofensor, y luego traer
a un grupo de amigos de confianza.
Finalmente, si la razén no prevalece, traer
en el juicio la iglesia con la amenaza de
excomunion. ¢Coémo limpio y ordenado
seria si pudiéramos poner la carga sobre
el que nos ha ofendido a lograr
reconciliacion.

Sin embargo, nunca podemos
olvidar que somos una iglesia de los
perdonados. Cada uno de nosotros, en
nuestra manera, le hemos faltado al amor
de Dios. Es posible que hayamos elegido
rechazar a El de manera grave y pecado
gravemente. Pero a menudo simplemente
somos tacanos en la voluntad de dar todo

lo que tenemos a Dios. Y asi, nos
hacemos a gusto con nuestro egoismo o
nuestra impaciencia o nuestra ira.
Oramos para cuando necesidad parece
urgente, y aceptar nuestras bendiciones,
sin un susurro de agradecimiento.
Estamos satisfechos de dejar el trabajo
de ayudar a una persona por otra que es
mas generoso y tiene mas tiempo.
Tenemos que admitir que, en formas
grandes y pequeias necesitamos ser
perdonados.

Cuando nos sentimos ofendidos,
la carga de las caidas cae a nosotros—
incluso si la otra persona no lo lamenta.
Tenemos que tomar la decision de atar
ese delito, llevarlo con nosotros, vy

revivirlo una y otra vez. O,
para perder ese peso en
nuestra relacion, decidir
decir en nuestro corazon:
"Me has ofendido y yo
tengo el derecho a
vengarme. Pero, porque
amo a Jesus y El me ha
perdonado, voy a elegir a
imitar Su amor y poner
este delito a un lado y
seguir adelante juntos ".

No es facil. Puede ser que no nos
olvidemos, pero hay un gran poder en el
amor de JesUs. El nos ha perdonado
todo. Y a medida que atraemos fuerza de
ese amor, descubriremos que podemos
conocer a un tipo de paz especial - soltar
esa carga de enojo y resentimiento nos
mueve mas cerca de ser como JesUs
mismo.

El tedlogo George Herbert ha
dicho que la persona que no puede
perdonar a otros destruye el puente por el
cual esa persona tiene que pasar para
llegar al cielo.

¢,Cémo podemos todos encontrar
la fuerza para perdonar a quien nos ha
ofendido?
